Woodburn Oregon

The team picks up the pilot (Danny) and crew chief (JR) at the mines and leaves the Farmington area at 2:00am Thursday hoping to arrive in Woodburn in time for “Test’n’Tune” session held on Friday evening. With only one tire to change on the trailer we made really good time and arrived in Woodburn on time.

 

 “Test’n’Tune”
After passing technical inspections, Danny has time for several passes on the Destroyer collecting data for JR to analyze for the next days qualifying passes. Danny makes a single test run with the Turbo V-Rod to make sure the bike will shift after the results we realized in Maryland. The Destroyer passes were a very consistent 9.33 at 141mph while the Turbo ran a 10.006 second pass during the heat of the day. The team is satisfied that all is good with the bikes and retire for the night.

Danny qualifies 6th in the Destroyer class, 2nd in the SEP class and 13th in the Super Sport class and 11th in Super Gas. Note: Danny had the number one qualifying spot in SEP class until the last qualifying round when Kevin Winters ran a 11.504 second pass (very tight qualifying runs in SEP). 

 

 Sunday Eliminations

 

Round #1
SG, Danny is up against bike #520, Kevin Krick. Danny’s late at the tree with a .177 light but his competitor almost forgot to let the clutch out with a .450 light. Danny is way out in front and thought something was wrong with the other bike when all of a sudden that bike blew by to cross the finish line first. But, when the numbers came up, Danny gets the win while the other bike was too fast for the class.

 

There were less than 16 bikes in the remaining fields so the team gets a break in the action to watch opening ceremonies.

 

Round #2
SG, Danny is up against bike #295, Edward Golson. Danny’s back on his game with a .011 light but his competitor cuts a good light as well .057. Danny is 2 tenths quicker at the 60 footer and increases that to 3 tenth’s by the 1000 foot mark. Danny backs off the throttle trying not to break out but looses the round by only .04 seconds with a 9.984 pass.

 

SS, The turbo bike has always presented problems for the team. When it runs, it’s to fast for the class, but, most times something mechanical prevents it from completing a clean pass. The teams sent the transmission off to Florida to have the gears cut so it would shift every time. 

 

Danny is paired up with bike #126, Bob Drapp. Bob is very good on his alcohol injected drag bike and has many championship titles to his credit. Danny and Bob met in Dallas of 07 during a Super Gas final where Danny took the win. Bob reminded Danny of this fact as they left for the water box. Both bikes left green at the tree, but Danny is way behind at the 1/8th mile. Bob tries to match the index when he rolls off the throttle just enough for Danny to pass by and get the win light.

SEP, Danny is up against bike #494 Randy Rockafellow. Danny goes RED with a -.008 reaction time to give his competitor the win. If your rider doesn’t go red every once in a while, he’s not trying his best to get the hole shot needed to take the win in the index classes

Destroyer, Danny’s up against bike #98, Dale Nilles. Nilles qualifying times were very close to Danny’s. Both bikes went “Green” at the tree with Danny having a slight advantage. Danny maintains this advantage all the way to the strip to take the win.

 

Danny’s still got two bikes in the race. Quarterfinals coming up next!

 

 

 

Round #3 (Quarter Finals)
SS, Danny gets his first “Bye” run of the season. Danny stages the bike and rips down the track for a 10.674 pass at 107.81 mph while backing off the throttle at the 1,000 foot mark.

 

Destroyer, Danny is paired up with Nationally Rated #1 plate holder, L.E. Tonglet. L.E. is tough to beat when his dad Gary is tuning the bike. Danny lines up with hope to cut a great light to get him in front. Danny lets out the clutch and breaks the beam at 9.441 to Mr. Tonglets quicker 9.270. Danny looses the round.

 

Round #4 (Semi Finals)
SS, Danny is paired up with bike #111, Danny Boyer. Danny cuts his best light of the event at .005 to get out in front early. Danny increases the advantage to 2 tenths at the 330 foot mark but Boyers bike is gaining fast. Danny shuts it down at the 1,000 foot mark allow Boyer to pass by for yet another “Break Out” win. WE’RE GOING TO THE FINALS.

 

 

Finals

SS, Danny meets up with bike #961 Sam Lowery. Prior to entering the water box, JR and Sam’s crew chief discuss lane choices. JR boasts that Danny cut a .005, which should give our team lane choice. However, JR finds out that Sam cut one better .001 so our team gives up the lane.

 

 “The Duel in the Lanes”. Both riders light the pre-stage light but neither would stage the bikes. Danny waits patiently until finally Sam rolls in. Now Danny has just 7-seconds to light the stage light before the bikes are turned loose. Sam tries his best to cut another great light but only to turn on the red. OUR TEAM WINS AGAIN!

The results of this event are posted and our team finally gets credited the Championship for the West Coast Destroyer and Super Sport classes. Danny still remains #9 in the National Ranks in the Destroyer class and currently sets #12 in Super Sport while only attending 4 of the required 10 events.
